Whereas, during this third Energy Summit the leadership of Aruba's energy sector as well as relevant 
local authorities gathered to a?irm energy goals for 2030 as the base for a national energy policy (see 

Appendix A for agenda): and whereas this summit follows Energy Summits BL ll held in 2019 as well as 

a National Energy Policy Review held between September November 2020.

Whereas, worldwide| countries are stepping up to make hard commitments on carbon emission 
reduction as to contribute to global climate change mitigation; and whereas at the recent UN Climate 
Action Summit in advent of UNGA 2019 major announcements1 were made by government and private 
sector leaders to deliver concrete actions to align with the Paris Agreement target.

Whereas, the Government of Aruba is responsible for ensuring a reliable and a?ordable energy supply 
for the nation as well as seeking ways to simultaneousiy reduce emissions; and whereas as of 2018 

Aruba's new administration has been revisiting energy transition plans,re-assessing investments made 

to date as well as outlining the pillars of energy policy reform (this is defined as the Re-thinking Energy 

framework).

Whereas, the Government of Amba is seeking alignment with the UN SDG's and that a central aspect 

herein is to adopt a human-centered approach to policy.

Whereas, the Government of Aruba is seeking alignment with the EU Energy 81 Climate Policy 
Framework2 for delivery on the EU Paris Agreement commitments.

Whereas, notwithstanding earlier ambitions, today Aruba remains heavily dependent on imported fossil 

tuels with almost 80% of electricity being generated using HFO; and that this leaves Amba vulnerable 

to global oil price ?uctuations.

Note: whereas many smaller countries, including Small island Developing States and Least Developed Countries, were among those who 

made the biggest pledges, despite the fact the they have contributed the least to the problem.
